Conference Travel, Symposium and Conference Grants

Notes for Applicants

It is essential that applicants read these notes and the accompanying conditions attached to the award of conference grants before completing the application form.  Applicants in any doubt about their eligibility or any other aspect of their application are advised to contact the Chair of the Development Committee.

Conference Travel Grants. 

The SPBS offers travel grants from the 2006 Fund to fund postgraduate students to attend conferences, symposia and exhibitions abroad. It is limited to students studying for a postgraduate degree at a British university. Priority will be given to students who have had papers accepted for delivery at the conference for which they are applying. Grants will not exceed £500.

Symposium Grants

The SPBS offers a number of grants from the 2006 Fund to subsidise the cost of attending the Spring Symposium. They are available to those registering for the whole conference and are designed to enable those who would otherwise be unable to afford the cost of the symposium to attend. Awards will be made of a minimum of £50. Priority will be given to students at UK universities and to the unwaged in the UK. Byzantinists based outside the UK who wish to attend the symposium are encouraged to apply to their own national committee of the AIEB for financial support if needed.

Conference Grants

The SPBS also offers small grants to help with the organisation of one-off small conferences, workshops, conferences, day-schools or seminars. Here, applicants must be the event organiser and be based in the UK. Applications from postgraduate students will be given priority. Please note: the total amount the Society has to offer is £500 each year.    

Applications for Conference Travel and Conference Grants are considered by the Development Committee of the SPBS at half-yearly intervals. The deadlines for submissions are 1 March and 1 November each year. The deadline for Symposium Grants is 1 March each year. Late applications will not be considered.

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How to complete the application form

1. Applicants should complete a copy of the form downloaded from the SPBS website. Please type/word-process throughout. If it is wholly unavoidable that the application be hand written in parts, please ensure that you use black ink, and write clearly (applications may be deemed ineligible if they are presented in an illegible manner, or are illegible when photocopied). Applicants may, if they wish, paste word-processed text on to the printed application form; or they may reproduce the entire form in a convenient word-processing package. Please use a minimum of 10 pt font size for your answers to the questions. Applicants should not enclose any attachments.

2. Please make sure that your Referee is aware of the need to submit a reference

3. Applicants should provide a detailed and precise budget following these guidelines: 

4. Please provide where possible a UK address for contact and please note that grants will be paid in sterling only.
· Air Travel within the UK will not normally be financed and applicants should endeavour to obtain the cheapest possible coach or rail fares.

· Economy APEX airfares should be obtained for intercontinental travel. Airfares may be provided for European travel if they can be shown to be cheaper than rail fares.

· Applicants should endeavour to obtain budget accommodation. Full details of proposed accommodation should be provided.

· Full details of living expenses (food, local travel etc) should be provided. In the case of conferences, please make it clear whether meals are included in the conference budget.

 No funding will be provided until receipts have been submitted to the Chair of the SPBS Development Committee. Please submit originals; photocopies are not acceptable. You are advised to retain copies for your own records.
